Journal Policy 
The Australian and New Zealand Journal of Art Therapy (ANZJAT) is a peer reviewed publication of the Australian National Art Therapy Association. The Journal aims to provide a lively forum for academic and research papers with a focus on best practice in the field. It sets out to offer a keen resource for professionals, with information from experts contributing to a broader knowledge and understanding of the use of the arts psychotherapies. It is intended that the Journal provide opportunity and encouragement to Diploma, Masters and Doctoral students to publish their work. It will strive to publish original articles of quality and welcomes authors from within Australia, New Zealand and Internationally. 

Call for Papers 

The Australian and New Zealand Journal of Art Therapy (ANZJAT) invites and welcomes contributions of articles and other suitable material. Potential contributors please contact the Editor with an abstract of the proposed contribution.

Journal Scope
We are keen to publish research projects; reflective studies; book, video and exhibition reviews; commentaries and information about professional practice; letters and correspondence related to the field; and artwork related to the content. 

Submission Types  

Articles and original research:  Papers on selected themes submitted by interested individuals or by invitation not exceeding 5000 words, including an abstract (100 words, references, tables and figures). 

Brief Reports: Information about professional practice, reflective studies.  Should not exceed 2,500 words and include a short abstract.
Case Reports. Should be of interest in the field and preferably illustrate a new aspect. To print, the clients permission is required an anonymity assured. Reports not to exceed 2000 words, will include a short abstract and any tables, figures acknowledgments and references. 
Book, video and exhibition reviews. Authors interested in reviewing a particular book, should contact the Editor. Older book / video reviews may be considered while reviews of newly released work and current exhibitions are encouraged.  No more than 1,200 words. 
Correspondence: Brief letters, points of view, opinions, reactions and comments not exceeding 500 words. Pertinent comments on published articles will be considered with authors given the right of reply. Correspondence addressing concerns of a general interest to the field will also be considered. Publishing of letters will be at the discretion of the Editor and Editorial sub-committee. 

Art work: Clear, sharp visual images suitable for reproduction accompanied by a brief description and descriptive prose/poetry will be considered.
Length of submissions should be observed and clear, concise writing is importance. Publication of papers is free of charge.     

Submission of articles: 

Criteria for acceptance:  Articles of quality will show academic rigour, originality, relevance and of interest to the Journal readership base of Arts Psychotherapies.
Format and Style   Articles submitted will conform to certain requirements. 
To assure anonymity the author’s details will be given on a title page and should not appear as a header or footer on any other page.  

Name (Title eg. Dr.), Given name/s and Family name.  Qualification/s: relevant background information and photograph. Postal Address Telephone Fax E-Mail of main author. 
Title of Article. 

1. Key words 3-5  selected for indexing purposes. 

2. All articles submitted for publication in the Journal will be original material. Material  will be certified by the author that the submission is new or a duly authorized revised form for publication with ANZJAT, and where required have an editors note with copyright permission. 

3. If more than one author, copyright will be certified and guaranteed by the first author that each author listed has contributed substantially to the concept and the writing of the work.  

4.The author(s) will retain the copyright of their submission to the Journal. 

5. Contributions to be in the form ready for publication and to  follow the style set by the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association. (APA. 5th Ed.).  6. Please number each page, double- space text throughout the document and use 12pt type        

6. Provide a summary/Abstract, (100 words). This informative summary to include type of investigation, methodology, main findings and conclusions. No References. 

7. Research papers must indicate informed consent from participants re any visual work published or other personal information. Ethical proof of permission to reproduce visual material or to quote copyright material must be given and acknowledged in the article. 

8. The author is responsible for the accuracy of all references and quotations.  

Submission Process
1.The Author submits a manuscript. (Academic integrity is vital). 
2. Receipt of papers will be acknowledged by email.
3. Editor reviews the paper and may confer with the Editorial Committee (3 weeks) Poor quality or inappropriate papers may be rejected outright and returned to the author with an explanation.
4. Editor assigns two referees to review the paper to determine the originality of research and the suitability for publication. A double bind (anonymous) peer review process will follow(4 weeks).
5. The paper is returned to the Editor with the Referees opinion re publishing on a referee form together with a separate sheet of comments. Reviewers' comments will be sent to authors when revisions to the paper are considered necessary (2 weeks).
6. The Editor contacts the Author with the decision on the suitability of the paper for publication, for revision before publication or if it should be rejected.
7. The Editor and Editorial Committee reserve the right to make revisions to writing for greater clarity of style.
8. The review process will usually be completed within three months of submission and the decision of the Editor and Editorial Committee is final.
