Abstract
Text of the abstract goes here. No indent on the first line. This paragraph and all others are single spaced. Please note that emphasised text should be formatted as follows and that there is only a single space after the full stop at the end of a sentence. An abstract should be no longer than 140 words. A pagebreak has been inserted after this paragraph.

Introduction
The Introduction is a standard element. It is 12-point Times New Roman, bold, and left-justified. All text is single-spaced 12-point Times New Roman. First paragraph and all subsequent paragraphs are indented 0.5in (1 standard tab). A single-spaced line is placed before a new element or sub-element as follows.

Please note that ANZJAT uses non-Americanised spellings: color is colour; counseling is counseling; and Americanized is Americanised.
Introduction to sub-elements
Sub-element heading text is 12-point Times New Roman, bold, italic, and left justified. 

Quotations 

Quotations of less than 40-words are contained within ‘single inverted comma’s within the text and should be referenced to source comma space year of publication comma space page number as follows’ (Smith, 2007, p. 45). Note the space after the p. for page. Quotations of more than 40-words are: 

Block text like this. Text is 12-point Times New Roman, italic, and regular. The first paragraph of block text is not indented. However any subsequent paragraphs are indented 1 standard tab. An indent has been formatted on the right. It is also 0.5in. or 1 standard tab.

This is a second paragraph displaying the indent. It is also here to refer back to the formatting for emphasis in the previous paragraph – not the unitalicised underlined formatting. Citations for block text references are contained within parentheses within the final sentence of the quote. They are 12-point Times New Roman, regular text as will be seen at the end of this sentence (Smith, 2006, pp. 12-34, my emphasis).  

Images

Images can be placed at their required position within the text. The image should be centered (highlight the image then press Ctrl+E). There should be a single-space line above the image as follows:
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Figure1: Text is centred and there is a single-spaced line after the text, but none before.

If the image belongs in the middle of the paragraph, do not indent the following text.
Tables

Tables can be contextually placed within the article. All data is centered within its cell and the table itself is centred on the page. Text within the table is 12-point Times New Roman (unless the amount of data does not permit it). There should be a single-spaced line before the Table like this.

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Author

The Author element is an optional element. It is placed after the other elements with a pagebreak before. The first line is not indented and the text follows the usual text format.  
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
